The first 70 entries will be accepted in order of receipt. All other entries will be
acknowledged but not accepted until the closing date for standard rate entries, when
the remaining places will be allocated at the Organisers discretion. Entries may be
acknowledged by e-mail.

The order of starting will be at the Organisers’ discretion, but to assist seeding
Competitors should note their best recent results on the Entry Form. Late entries
cannot be guaranteed a starting position appropriate for their experience or ability.

Once the Entry List has been published, no communication will be entered into
regarding it.

Competitors are required to declare on their Entry Form their eligibility for the various
awards and Championships.

Competitors are advised that information they provide on their Entry Forms will be
stored on a computer retrieval system and may be used for organisational purposes.

Any Entry Form not properly completed may be returned to the competitor for
completion and pending its return the competitor will be placed on the reserve list.

ENTRY FEES

The Standard Entry Fee, for entries RECEIVED prior to midnight on Friday 2" March
2007, is £395. The onus is on Competitors to ensure that their entry is received by
the Entries Secretary by this deadline. Any late entries accepted by the Organisers
will be subject to a surcharge of £50.00, to be paid with the entry form if posted after
midnight on Friday 2" March 2007 or at signing on if proof of posting before that time
cannot be produced. Competitors are warned that if sending their entries close to the
closing date for standard rate entries, proof of posting by first class post should be
obtained.

The entry fee is inclusive of MSA Permit and DOE Authorisation fees, legal liability
insurance, all car number panels and plates, one set of Road Books, one Map Book
prepared by Pine Lodge Maps, one Service Pack and Service Vehicle Plate and
access to the SMS text results service

Cheques will be banked on the 2" March 2007 and any cheques dishonoured will
incur additional charges equal to any charges imposed on the Promoting Clubs by
their Bankers and will be deemed a late entry and surcharged accordingly

Refunds

9.4.1. Fees for entries withdrawn prior to the 2" March 2007 will be refunded in
full.

9.4.2 Fees for entries withdrawn between 2" March 2007 and 9" March 2007 will
be refunded in full less an administration charge of £50.00.

9.4.3 Any other refunds will be made only at the Organisers’ discretion unless the
place is taken by areserve in which case 9.4.2 will apply.

9.4.4 Withdrawal of entries must be in writing by post fax or e-mail and must be
sent to the Entries Secretary. The date of withdrawal will be the date of
receipt.

Should any entry fee not be paid in full (at the correct rate) by the final closing date the
entry will be cancelled and any part payment forfeited.

Reserve entries that are not offered a start will receive a full refund

INSURANCE

The entry fees include the premium to insure the Competitors and other parties as

necessary against third party risks whilst taking part in such parts of the rally as are
held on private lands or on roads specifically closed for the purpose. The indemnity
provided under this special insurance is £30,000,000 (thirty million pounds sterling)
covering any one incident or occurrence. The insurance cover will come into effect

from the start and will cease at the end of the event or at the moment of retirement,
disqualification or exclusion.

Third Party Claims

In the event of a claim being made in respect of damage caused by a Competitor to
third party property the Organising Clubs reserve the right to claim from the
Competitor the amount of the insurance excess (currently £250) payable under the
MSA Master Policy or the amount of the claim (if less than the policy excess), and by
completing and signing the Entry Form for the event competitors agree to indemnify
the Organising Clubs in respect of such sums.

Entrants and Drivers must have valid insurance covering them against liability for both
personal injury and damage to the property of third parties on the public road parts of
the event.

10.3.1 It is the Entrants' and Drivers' responsibility to arrange such insurance
and/or to extend or adjust existing insurance as necessary. Entrants and
Drivers will be required to sign a declaration that they are covered by such
insurance. Any failure to sign a declaration will result in the car in question
not being permitted to start.

10.3.2  As many policies do not give cover for competitions, Alexander Forbes
(formerly Bradstock) Insurance and Competition Car Insurance will, subject
to their respective procedures being followed, give Third Party Cover to
RTA requirements on Road Sections of the event. The Organisers have
applied to both Alexander Forbes Insurance and Competition Car Insurance
for blanket cover notes which will provide competitors who need the
scheme the Third Party Cover necessary to meet RTA requirements on
road sections of the event

10.3.3  Drivers wishing to avail themselves of the Alexander Forbes scheme will be
required to sign the following declaration:

| am over 21 years of age and have held a Full Driving Licence for

at least 6 months

| have had no more than 1 fault accident in the last three years

| have no more than a maximum of 6 speeding points on my
licence

I have no physical or mental disabilities

| have no other material facts to disclose

12.1 At Scrutineering, cars will be examined for compliance with the 2007 MSA Technical,
Safety and Tyre regulations, as well as for class eligibility. Each Entrant and Driver
will be assumed to have full knowledge of the car and its eligibility for the class

entered. Cars must be presented at Scrutineering in the same condition as that in
which they are intended to compete.

Cars must comply with MSA Technical Regulations E12 and K37 and Tyres with
R1.1.2 and R.2.

Competitors are reminded of the requirement of K37.  9.11 that only pump fuel
as defined by Section P be used

A valid MSA Rally Special Stage Vehicle Log Book must be made available at
Scrutineering, and on demand throughout the event, for each car. Failure to
produce this document will result in a REFUSED START or EXCLUSION. (K25.2,
K37.2)

A valid MOT Test Certificate must be produced at Scrutineering for any car required
by law to have such a Certificate. Failure to produce will result in a REFUSED
START (K37.9.1)

All cars must carry a valid current Car Tax Disc. (K37.9.1)

All cars must have fire extinguishing systems in accordance with MSA requirements
(Q.3,K37.8.4)

Safety helmets will be examined for conformity with current regulations (Q.10) and
must be worn on Special stages.(K25.3)

Cars shall have fitted and Driver and Co-driver shall use seat belts in conformity with
regulations K25.3.1, Q2.1.2, K37.8.3 and K37.13.2

Drivers and Co-drivers are reminded that they must wear flame resistant overalls on
all Special Stage Rallies (Q.9 and K.25.3.2)

Competitors requiring to carry Video Cameras must have written authorisation from
the Clerk of the Course, and the installation must be specifically approved by the
Chief Scrutineer. (K37.9.9). Failure to produce will lead to a REFUSED START
(E.12.19.5) unless the unauthorised equipment is removed. Requests for
authorisation should be made when submitting the Entry Form, but in any event no
later than the final closing date for entries.

The organisers will conduct a static Noise Test both prior to the start and during the
event. These will be conducted in accordance with MSA Regulation E12.17.8. and
any car which fails to pass the test will be refused a start or excluded as the case
may be. Furthermore, owing to environmental concerns regarding anti-lag systems
on certain turbo-charged cars, any car with such a system which emits sudden loud
detonations will be deemed to have an ineffective silencing system and be penalised
under K31(m) as modified by Article 21.3.

Individual times of scrutineering will be notified in the Final Instructions. However,
Competitors are requested to put forward their preferred scrutineering time in the
box provided on the Entry Form. The Organisers will allocate times as close as
possible to those requested on a first come first served basis. Any Competitor who
is unable to attend scrutineering at the time allocated must make alternative
arrangements, in writing and in advance, with the Organisers, failing which he/she
may be deemed to be a non-starter.

Noise Test, Scrutineering and Signing on will take place at Broad Oak BMW and
Mini Ashford, The Boulevard, Ashford, Kent (M.R.189/027%4406) on Saturday 17"
March 2007 between the times detailed in Article 5.1.

Any crew not signed on by 1830hrs on Saturday 17" March 2007 may be deemed to
be a non-starter.

ROUTE/ROAD BOOK

The event will consist of 12 Special Stages with a total Special Stage mileage of
approximately 45 miles, timed to the second. All Special Stage mileage will be on
private roads, joined by Public Highway sections, the total length of which will be
approximately 148 miles.

All Special Stages mileage will be on gravel surfaces.
Cars will start the event at one minute intervals

The route will be defined by six or eight figure National Grid References and by a
Tulip Road Book.

Full details of the route and Special Stages will be contained in the Road Book issued
to Competitors. This document will contain all the information necessary to comply
with K3.3.1., K26 and K32

An outline of the event giving Grid References of Special Stages and Service Areas,
Special Stage mileages and time schedule will be sent to Competitors with the Final
Instructions.

Stages with Common Starts and Split Routes

13.7.1  Certain Special Stages will have a common start and a split route.
Competitors will be required to leave the common start at 30 second intervals,
although there will be an interval of at least one minute between any two competitors
attempting the same Special Stage. Competitors attempting the first of the pair of
stages will start on the whole minute and competitors attempting the second will start
on the intervening 30 seconds

13.7.2 At each exit of a junction where a split occurs there will be marker posts
delineating the limits of the junction. Any car passing marker posts in whole or in part
will be deemed to have taken the stage the number of which appears on those posts
and MUST continue to the end of that stage.

13.7.3  If that stage is not the stage which the competitor started the competitor will
be deemed to have missed a control and to have retired pursuant to K31 (a).

13.7.4  Any competitor who having passed marker posts reverses or turns around
will be EXCLUDED in accordance with K31(p) [K25.9.2] and his licence will be
endorsed to that effect by the Clerk of the Course

IDENTIFICATION

Competitors will be issued with Rally Plates to be affixed to the front and the rear of
the car and numbered door plates to be attached to each side of the car and which
must be displayed in accordance with E11.3.11 and K10.1.2. In addition high
visibility numbers will be supplied which must be placed on both rear side windows
of the car. In addition Competitors must carry such sponsors decals and advertising
as the Event Organisers and/or Championship Promoters may propose as shown on
the following diagram:

It is the Competitor's responsibility to collect door plates prior to Scrutineering and
Rally Plates when signing on. Door numbers must be affixed to the car before the
car is submitted for Scrutineering. (K 10.1.2)

Competitors in the Hankook Foresy Rally Challenge must make available those
areas shown in Article 9 of the 2007 Hankook Forest Rally Challenge Regulations

As the event may be televised competitors are reminded of the MSA regulations
regarding tobacco advertising (B8.2.5; E2.23)

TIMING

Timing will be in accordance with the Target Timing system (K30), using digital
clocks operated by Marshals under the control of the Chief Timekeeper.

All clocks will be set to Greenwich Mean Time using BBC or Telecom time
signals.

All Controls will open at least 15 minutes before the Due Time of Car 1 and close
15 after the due time of the last Competitor still running and having completed the
previous Special Stage and having taken into account any delays (K29.1
amended)

The Rally will consist of Road Sections and Special Stages

Lateness in excess of Target Time on Road Sections and Special Stages is
cumulative and cannot be made up. Once cumulative lateness calculated from
the previous Main Time Control exceeds 15 minutes a competitor will be deemed
to have retired from the event. Lateness is cumulative only between two
consecutive MTCs.

15.4.1 It is the Competitors responsibility to ensure that his/her times
are correctly recorded on the Time Card, and that the Time
Cards are handed in when and where instructed. Should any
recorded time not be legible or not appear authentic the
organisers may use any means at their disposal to establish the
correct time.

Special Stage Timing
15.5.1 Special Stage Timing will be to the previous whole second.
15.5.2 All Special Stages will have a Bogey time set at 65 m.p.h. and a

Target Time set at less than 30m.p.h. These will be indicated in
the Road Book and on the Time Cards.

15.5.3 Competitors will receive penalties on Special Stages as follows:

Each Road Section will be allotted a Target Time based on an
average speed in accordance with K3.3.1

A Competitor can calculate his Due Time of arrival at any Control
(MTC, SSA, TC (SVC IN)) by adding this Target Time to his
actual time of departure from the previous Control. On a Road
Section following a Special Stage the time for the previous
Control will be his or her Stage Finish time in hours and minutes
only.

On short Road Sections between Special Stages extra time may
be included to account for any delays at the Special Stage Finish.

At all Time Controls on Road Sections (MTCs, TCs, SSAs, RCs
IN and OUT), Competitors who are early may wait for their Due
Time outside the Control (K29.3). The time recorded at these
Time Controls shall be the time shown on the official clock when
the crew presents their Time Card to the Control Official, provided
that both crew members with their car are present within the
Control area. Competitors may enter the Control area up to one
minute before their Due Time without incurring any penalty for
early arrival.

On all other Road Sections the penalty for early arrival will be in
accordance with K31(qg).

There will be no penalty for late arrival at a Time Control other
than a Main Time Control (Article 16.1) but lateness will count
towards cumulative lateness.

as only one car, attempting the other of the two Special Stages,
remains on the start line, whether the Competitor is ready or not.

The start will be signalled by traffic lights which will change from

In the event of equipment failure the Starting Signal will be given
in accordance with K25.12 that is to say:

The Start Marshal will give loud verbal warnings at 30, 15 and 10

On the word GO a flag will be raised from the bonnet and the car
must leave the start line.

There will be no 30 second warning for stages starting at 30
second intervals.

The Service Area will be accessible only to Competitors and
Service or Management Vehicles carrying Official Plates.

Only the designated Service Area may be used by Service
Vehicles. All other areas are Out of Bounds to Service Crews
and Vehicles.

One Service Pack will be issued per entry, and any other packs
required must be ordered on the Entry Form, and the prescribed
fee paid. It is the Competitor's responsibility to collect the Service
Pack(s) when signing on. Please note that it will NOT be possible
to purchase additional Service Packs after the closing date for
entries

Competitors may request that the Service Pack(s) be sent to
them in advance with the Final Instructions by completing the
appropriate section on the Official Entry Form.

The use of groundsheets is mandatory at all times in the Service
Area. Any Competitors failing to comply with this requirement will
be penalised 10 minutes for a first offence and by EXCLUSION
for any further offence. Service Vehicles must also carry an
Environmental Spill Kit

19.4.7 A speed limit of 10 m.p.h applies throughout the Service Area and
will be strictly enforced. Any competitor observed by a Judge of
Fact driving at an excessive speed will be liable to penalty under
Article 20.3 (I).

19.4.8 Competitors are responsible for the behaviour of all members of
their service crew and any member of a service crew being
abusive to or failing to comply with a reasonable instruction from
an official of the rally will be penalised up to and including

Emergency servicing and Management Vehicles

19.5.1 Emergency servicing will be permitted in designated areas after
some Special Stages from Management Vehicles displaying the
appropriate Management Plate.

19.5.2 Management Plates may only be used on conventional saloon
cars or their estate car derivatives and on certain 4 x 4 Off-Road
leisure vehicles, subject to the approval of the Organisers. No
sign-written vehicles will be permitted.

19.5.3 The use of roof racks or trailers by Management Vehicles is
prohibited.
19.5.4 Management Vehicles must follow the route prescribed by the

Organisers in the Management Pack, and certain sections of the
Rally route will be Out of Bounds to Management Vehicles.

19.5.5 Application for Management Packs must be made on the Official
Entry Form and the prescribed fee paid, and the Organisers
reserve the right to restrict or refuse applications for more than
one Management Pack per competing vehicle.

19.5.6 Management Pack(s) will be sent to Competitors by whom they
have been pre-ordered on the official entry form with the Final
Instructions.

Management Personnel are subject to the same regulations as Competitors
regarding Noise, Driving Manners and the like and Officials and Judges of Fact
have been instructed to note and report and infringements of these Regulations.

Competitors are responsible for ensuring that their Service Crews and
Management personnel understand and comply with these Regulations and that
their Service and Management Vehicles bear the Official Plate bearing the
Competitors Competition Number throughout the event. The Official Plate must be
securely fixed to the front of the Service or Management Vehicle and be clearly
visible at all times.

Competitors may work unassisted on their own cars in “NO Service” areas except:
Within 100 metres of any control
Between the SSA and SSS Controls

In any Parc Fermé

The only work permitted in these areas is as provided in K34.1.3 (a) and (b).
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A Competitor receiving assistance contrary to these S.R.s will be penalised in
accordance with K 31 (n), subject to the following modifications:

Any Competitor whose Service or Management Vehicle is observed in an Out of
Bounds area will be penalised 10 minutes for the first offence and EXCLUSION
from the results for any subsequent offence

Any Competitor receiving assistance from a Service or Management Vehicle or
any other vehicle in an Out of Bounds area will be EXCLUDED for the first offence

MEDICAL ASSISTANCE

Competitors must carry an A4 size white board with a red SOS on one side and
black OK on the other. Letters to be a minimum of 12cm high with a minimum
stroke width of 1.5cm. In the case of an accident where urgent medical attention is
required, where possible the red “SOS” sign should be immediately displayed to
the following cars and to any helicopter attempting to assist.

Any crew which has the red “SOS” sign displayed to them or sees a car which has
sustained a major accident where both crew members are seen inside the car but
is not displaying the red “SOS” sign, shall immediately and without exception stop
to render assistance. All following cars shall also stop. The second car at the
scene shall proceed to inform the next radio point. Subsequent cars shall leave a
clear route for emergency vehicles. The Clerk of the Course may, at his discretion,
award a notional time to any competitor delayed by making such a report

Any crew which is able to but fails to comply with the rule will be reported to the
Clerk of the Course who may impose penalties.

In the case of an accident where medical intervention is not required, the “OK”
board must be clearly shown by a crew member to the following vehicles and to
any helicopter attempting to assist. If the crew leave the vehicle, the “OK” board
must be displayed so that it is clearly visible to other competitors.

Each competing car must carry a red reflective triangle which, in the event of the
car stopping in a special stage, must be placed in a conspicuous position by a
member of the crew at least 50 metres before the car’s position, in order to warn
following drivers. Any crews failing to comply may be subject to a penalty at the
discretion of the Clerk of the Course. This triangle must be placed even if the
stopped car is off the road.

The Road Book will contain a page giving the accident procedure.
Any crew retiring from a rally must report such retirement to the organisers as soon
as possible, save in a case of force majeure. Any crew failing to comply will be

subject to a penalty at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course.

Competitors who misuse the ‘SOS" or ‘OK" board will be penalised and may be
reported to the MSA for further penalty.

PENALTIES

Competitor will start with zero marks. Classification for the results will be
determined by total time penalties, the winner being the Competitor with the least
time penalty.

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DAMAGE DECLARATION

Competitors are required to complete and sign a report declaring either that they
have not been involved in any incident resulting in damage to private property or
injury to persons or animals or giving details of any such incident in which any
such damage or injury has occurred (K35.4). Information given will not incur any
penalty, but failure to hand in a duly completed and signed form will be penalised
by EXCLUSION from the results (K31(p)), and may be reported to the MSA for
further disciplinary action.

Competitors who do not report to the finish of the event are required to forward
the report to the Secretary of the meeting within 72 hours of the finish of the event
(K35.4.1), unless they have been involved in an accident, in which case details
must be given to the Organisers on the day of the event.

Competitors who fail to comply with Article 23.2 will be penalised in accordance
with Article 23.1 and may be reported to the MSA for further disciplinary action.

RESULTS

Provisional results will be published as soon as possible after the closing time of
MTC6 (Finish))

Protests and Appeals must be made in accordance with Regulations O.5 and O.6
respectively.

Competitors shall ensure that they and their cars are available for inspection
should a protest be submitted in accordance with O.5.2.2. If the protested vehicle
is not available for inspection the Competitor may be excluded from the results.

The period of protest regarding eligibility of any vehicle under O.5.2.2 shall be 30
minutes from the time recorded at the last Control by the last competitor to
complete the rally. This time will be advised by the Organisers and displayed on
the Official Notice Board at the Finish. (K3.14)

The period of appeal concerning the results shall be as 0.6.2.6 i.e. within thirty
minutes of publication of provisional results and any amendments thereto.

Competitors are reminded that the room or area in which the results team is
working is STRICTLY OUT OF BOUNDS for competitors.
